Each nation has its own heroes. States need both heroes of the past and heroes of our
time to strengthen national consciousness. In addition to the heroes of the war, civilian
heroes also deserve attention. Time and heroes change, but people are inclined to ideals and
heroes will always exist.
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The role of heroes is significant for states, as it contributes to the
improvement of the moral spirit of the nation and cultivation national pride.
Thanks to heroes, society shapes its ideals and stimulates social development. The
main goal of the hero is to achieve the result, since the ineffective hero is absurd.
Each nation has its own heroes. The state supports and promotes national culture
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and creates the national history from the monumentalization of heroism to
monumentalization of fables and folk tales, whose purpose is to protect national
memories and the national origin [1] (Aretxaga 2003: 396).

A heroic and selfless action strengthens our national identity and forces us to
be more responsible and accountable to the state. However there may be cases
when the state artificially, based on its interest and policy, propagandizes a person
who is not a true hero. For instance, an Armenian soldier, who was in a neutral
country for training, was decapitated by an Azerbaijani soldier, while he was
asleep, and later the murderer became a national hero and awarded a title of a hero
[2](Hadju 2012).

States need both heroes of the past and heroes of our time to strengthen
national consciousness. Unfortunately, the old heroes are sometimes ignored,
especially, when there are changes in the ideology and political system, some
heroes disappear and even become anti-heroes. It happened in my country, when
Armenia was not independent, and our national heroes were forgotten. But today,
the society is glad that the names of national heroes have been restored, and the
new generation can recognize, appreciate and be proud of them.

Besides the heroes of the war, the civilian heroes are also worth of attention.
Some people think, that heroes appear only during wars, and, indeed, there is an
opportunity to show heroic action. The war has been proved to be a male activity,
and the participation of women has been unacceptable [3] (Enloe 2000: 218).
Despite this fact, women are also heroes who withstand violent conditions of war,
take care of their children, save families, and, at the same time do the necessary
work for the state. Thus, I do not share the opinion that heroism is associated only
with a person fighting on the battlefield.

Sometimes, proclaimed heroes are scrutinized because of suspicion of
behavior, and for this purpose, the method of "reconstruction of the biography" is
used, as the past is incompatible with the present heroic character [4] (Kaufman
2016). However, it is risky to carefully analyze the behavior of each hero, since
he/she is also a person, and also inclined to make mistakes and challenge the
heroism, will mean that we will lose the chance to have new heroes.

Currently, the access to news and information is unlimited [5] (Cohen 2011).
Media and social networks contribute to the emergence of new heroes [5] (Ibid).
But, on the other hand, social networks threaten by the appearance of such heroes
who have completely opposite characteristics, frankly shocking and even often
antisocial. Therefore, there is a huge risk of losing true heroes and ideals.
Nevertheless, it is certain that the true heroes have been and will continue to
occupy an honorable place in the society and in the state.
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Due to heroes, the society shapes its ideals, and thanks to them, the
processes of sustainable development of the country are also stimulated.

The main goal of the hero is to achieve a result because an ineffective hero is
absurd. Each nation has its own heroes. The state needs the heroes of the past and
our time to strengthen the national consciousness. Apart from war heroes, civilians
also deserve attention. Time and heroes change, but people tend to have ideals and
heroes.

To strengthen the national consciousness, for the country's sustainable
development, the state must preserve old and new heroes. Unfortunately, the old
heroes are sometimes ignored, especially when ideological changes take place in
the political system. In this case some heroes disappear and even become anti-
heroes. It happened in our country when Armenia was not independent and our
ancient national heroes were ignored.

But the names of national heroes have been restored today, and the
Armenian nation is proud of them.

Summary

It is emphasized that a hero is a unique person, and due to his unusual
abilities and selflessness, he achieves the positive and decisive results for the
public and the state, for sustainable development. Time and heroes change, but
people are inclined to ideals and heroes who will always exist.

A hero is distinguished by originality. He is part of the history of the nation
and national pride. The heroes form the ideals of the society, they also play a
crucial role at occurring military situations.
